Once the
seat of a small Etruscan village of the Hellenistic
period (200-300BC) nowadays it’s part of Unesco
Heritage.

The roads carefully selected by Italian Details

ensure maximum driving pleasure while enjoying

the beautiful landscape of Tuscany.

The tour continues in direction of Siena where
you will stop for a visit of the town. Siena, an
unspoiled mediaeval city, is the location of the
famous Palio, a horse race around the city’s
shell-shaped Piazza del Campo. Siena’s other
historic gems from the Middle Ages include the
Town Hall (Palazzo Pubblico) and the Torre dei
Mangia (1340), which are similar in height to the
Cathedral. Indulge for lunch in the magnificent
