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With a greater understanding of one of the world’s
truly ancient cultures, walk around the base of
Uluru and see the sites which are so sacred to
the Traditional Owners. A walk into the Mutitjulu
waterhole offers a unique insight into the sheer
physical and spiritual enormity of Uluru. During
the walk, the guide will point out cave paintings
and other relevant sites important to Anangu and
the early explorers. Breakfast awaits your return
to Longitude 131° approximately three hours after

departure.

To climb the world’s largest monolith is against
the wishes of Traditional Owners because the
path you would otherwise follow is the traditional
route taken by their ancestral Mala (rufous hare-
wallaby men) on their arrival at this scared place.
A base walk will, however, offer you a deeply

personal, moving and lasting experience.
